Preferred mix of textual readings, presentations, and occasional audio. 

Dynamic

Interactions with students that are not prepackaged. Are dependent on the situation and are responsive to the specific needs of the student.

Student-to-instructor

Static

Single posting by a student that is for the instructor. It is in response to an assignment (short answer/narrative quiz questions, papers, etc) or to a quiz.

Dynamic

Student initiated interaction with the instructor. Similar to office hours.

Student-to-materials

Static
